Cleaner selection depends on the type of surface to be cleaned (which should be resistant to the cleaner) & the type of dirt to be
removed (which should chemically react with the cleaner).

Acid cleaners are usually used to remove inorganic dirt (limescale, efflorescence, cement residues & rust).
Alkaline cleaners are used to remove organic dirt (grease, oil...).
Both acidic & alkaline cleaners may harm surfaces which are not resistant to them.

Neutral cleaners are usually less potent than acidic or alkaline cleaners, but they can remove various kinds of dirt while totally
respecting even the most delicate surface. They are also used diluted for daily cleaning.
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
